Awards Assembly
Below is an explanation of how third grade teachers determine various awards for the different categories at awards assemblies.

Perfect Attendance: No absences or partial day absences for the entire nine weeks.

Punctuality: No tardies for the entire nine weeks.  Students are counted tardy after 7:45 a.m.

A Honor Roll (First Honor Roll): All A’s in the academic subjects

B Honor Roll (Second Honor Roll): More A’s than B’s in the academic subjects

Dolphin Pride: Students exhibit excellent behavior cooperation and respect toward others including demonstrating school-wide character education skills.  Students must receive more 4’s than 3’s on their report card to receive this award; no 2’s or 1’s and no office referrals.

Reading/Writing/Math/Science/Social Studies:  3 to 5 students per class are selected for each award.  These awards are given to students demonstrating significant effort, progress and achievements in the subject area.

Music, Art, P.E. and Library:  These award recipients are selected by special area teachers for outstanding leadership, contributions, effort, and or achievement in the particular area.

Each nine-week we look at highlighting different students for different awards based on effort, improvement and achievement.  Our goal is to recognize each student by receiving at least one award each nine weeks.
